At Callerton Academy, student understanding is checked every lesson by their subject teacher through a range of teaching and learning strategies. We have three
clear assessment points, one per term, which is used to formally assess student progress and understanding. Subject leaders build in other opportunities to assess
students throughout the year and adapt their curriculum to support student progress. As we are a growing school, we have thought about how we assess students
over their five years at Callerton Academy and will update this guide for Key Stage Four in the Summer Term of 2023-24.
